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var. giraldii

Deciduous medium shrub 2 m
H, native to China, featuring
lilac flowers followed by heavy
profusion of violet fruits in
autumn. The spring leaves
are bronze, turning to green
as they mature. Full sun to
part shade.

Chaenomeles japonica
'Winter Cheer’
Deciduous shrub, native to
Japan, 2.1 mH x W. Late
winter to spring flowering,
before leaves appear, flowers
pure red with boss of yellow
stamens. A beautiful cut
flower, will grow in the most
difficult of positions.

Clerodendrum bungei
Semi evergreen long
flowering shrub to 1.8 m H x
W, native to China and India,
15 cm wide clusters of
strongly scented, pink five
petalled flowers and
contrasting darker pink buds.
Part shade, some moisture
and sheltered location.

Halesia carolina
Deciduous tree native to
southeastern USA, to 9 m H x
W, featuring a covering of
dainty pendulous white bell
shaped flowers in spring on
bare older wood, seed stays
on the branches into late
winter. Yellow colourings in
autumn.

‘Annabelle’

'Annabelle’ is one of the most
popular hydrangeas, growing
under a wide range of
conditions. It has very
symmetrical large round
flowers on erect stems. It

'Firecracker
Hybrid deciduous twining and
rambling climberto 4 m H x 2
m W, flowers spidery, whorls,
pink with yellow throats from
spring to summer.

Ribes sanguineum
Native to western North
America, easy to grow erect
deciduous shrub to 3 m tall.

‘Blue Lagoon'

Dwarf prostrate cultivar with
slightly narrower leaves and
darker blue flowers, excellent
for covering a large bank in a
hot dry position. Drought
hardy.
